FACILITATOR 1

FACILITATOR:  HI Boys and Girls!  My name is                                   , and I’m from CAPINCS….CAPINCS is a group of people that want all children to be safe.

· What does it mean to be safe?  (You won’t get hurt, etc.)

Today I brought along a very special friend…her name is Samantha!

SAMANTHA: (Comes up and lies on stage…snores VERY LOUDLY)

FACILITATOR: I can’t believe it…she’s asleep!  Will you help me wake her up?  Let’s count to three, and we’ll all say, HEY SAMANTHA – WAKE UP!!!  Ready?  1, 2, 3 – HEY SAMANTHA – WAKE UP!!

SAMANTHA: (wakes up surprised - stretches and yawns) Did you wake me up to play with…a herd of pink elephants?

FACILITATOR: No…

SAMANTHA: Wild zebras??  Jumping giraffes????

FACILITATOR: No, Silly!  There are some wonderful children here, and I want you to meet them!

SAMANTHA: (acts surprised to see kids) Oh, Hi everyone!

FACILITATOR: Sometimes Samantha can be very silly.  But she’s very smart about one thing.  Let me tell you her whole name and see if you can guess what she’s really smart about…  Her whole name is “Safe Samantha.”

· What do you think she’s really smart about?  (safety, being safe)

SAMANTHA: (nods her head, acts proud)

FACILITATOR: Samantha, do you have any rules about safety?

SAMANTHA: I sure do!

1. Don’t run with scissors!

2. Don’t play with matches!

FACILITATOR: Those are very important safety rules, Sam.  Another way to stay safe is to never talk to strangers unless you’re with your mom or dad or grandma or teacher or the person who takes care of you…Who can tell me, what is a stranger? (give kids a chance to answer)

SAMANTHA: (if prompted by facilitator) I know! A stranger is someone we don’t know!

FACILITATOR: That’s right!  A stranger is someone we don’t know.  And most strangers are nice people…but it’s a good idea to keep yourself safe by not talking to strangers unless you are with the person taking care of you…Do you talk to strangers, Sam?

SAMANTHA: NO!  Not unless I’m with my mommy or my BIG MONKEY DADDY!  (show big muscles)

FACILITATOR:  Very good, Samantha!

SAMANTHA: Hey, I’ve got a great idea!

FACILITATOR: What’s that?

SAMANTHA: Let’s watch a puppet show about a stranger, want to?

FACILITATOR: That IS a great idea, Sam.  Why don’t you go tell your little puppet friends to get ready!

SAMANTHA: Okay, Bye! (Sam exits)

STRANGER DANGER

JOEY------------------------BLACK KITTEN

KATY------------------------GRAY KITTEN

MOM--------------BLACK CAT (with pearls)

STRANGER (Mr. Gatto)-----ORANGE CAT

FACILITATOR: This puppet show has Joey…

JOEY: (comes onstage) Hi everyone!  I’m Joey, that’s me! (exits)

FACILITATOR: Joey’s Mom, Mrs. Cat…

MOM: (comes onstage) How do you do, children! (exits)

FACILITATOR: Katy, Joey’s friend…

KATY: (comes onstage and curtsies) Hello!  (exits)

FACILITATOR: And the stranger, Mr. Gatto!

MR. GATTO: (comes onstage and bows) Hi kids! (exits)

FACILITATOR: Let’s see what happens!

PLAY BEGINS

JOEY: (enters stage, yelling) Mom!  Mom!  Come on, Mom – let’s go to the park!!!!

KATY: (enters stage excitedly) Hi Joey!  Is your Mom ready to take us to the Park?  I can’t wait to swing on the swings – WAY HIGH UP TO THE SKY!!!

MOM: (enters stage, huffing and puffing) All right, children, all right – I’m ready to walk to the park now.

KATY and JOEY: Woo hoo!  Yeah! All right!

(all three walk across stage together)

JOEY: We’re here!  Last one to the swings is a rotten egg!

(Joey and Katy start to run off when Mom stops them)

MOM: Hold on, wait a minute!

KATY: (impatiently) What, Mrs. Cat?  If we don’t hurry, someone else will get the swings!

MOM: I’m going to sit over there on the bench and talk to the other moms.  But we need to go over the SAFETY RULES before you run off to play.

JOEY: Okay, okay!

MOM: No pushing or shoving each other.  And no talking to strangers, right?  You need to keep a “SAFE DISTANCE” from people you don’t know.

KATY and JOEY: (repeat rules together) No pushing or shoving each other and don’t talk to strangers!

KATY: What do you mean by a “SAFE DISTANCE”?

JOEY: Mom says, a SAFE DISTANCE is to keep as far away as a BROOM HANDLE.

MOM: That’s right, Joey.  Stay as far away as a BROOM HANDLE.  Remember, if a stranger wants to talk to you, you say “NO, GO AND TELL ME.  

JOEY: Okay, now can we go swing, Mom?

MOM: All right, children – have fun! (Mom exits)
KATY: Race you to the swings! 

(puppets run to other side of stage)

MR. GATTO: (enters stage) Hi kids, my name is Mr. Gatto.  What are your names?

JOEY: We’re not supposed to tell strangers our names.

MR. GATTO: That’s a good safety rule…Do you think you could help me find my puppy?  I lost him over there…

KATY: You lost a puppy?  Oh yes, I want to help find him!  Can I pet him?

JOEY: Wait a minute Katy.  This man is a stranger.  Mom said we’re not supposed to talk to strangers!

KATY: You’re right, Joey!  We’re supposed to say “NO”, GO AND TELL YOUR MOM!!!

JOEY: LET’S GO TELL MY MOM!!!!

(Joey and Katy run to the other side of the stage)

MR. GATTO: Wait!  Wait!  (exits stage disappointedly) (SIGHS)

JOEY: Mom!  Mom!  

MOM: (enters stage) What is it, Joey?  Are you children okay?

KATY: Mrs. Cat, there was a stranger that wanted us to help him find a puppy!

JOEY: Yeah!  But we remembered we weren’t supposed to talk to strangers!

KATY: He said his name was Mr. Gatto, but we didn’t tell him our names!

MOM: Joey and Katy, you made the right choice!  You remembered to say “NO”, GO AND TELL ME.  You did a very good job keeping yourselves safe!

(Joey and Katy high five…very proud)

PLAY ENDS

SAMANTHA: (comes back onstage)
FACILITATOR: Joey and Katy sure did a good job keeping themselves safe!  What did they remember to do? (encourage kids to say “NO”, GO and TELL)

FACILITATOR: If a stranger came up to you, who would you tell? (let every child answer – Mom, grandma, teacher, relative) 

FACILITATOR: How about you, Sam?

SAMANTHA: I’d go tell my BIG MONKEY DADDY!!
FACILITATOR: Good job!  Now boys and girls, Mrs. Cat said to keep a “SAFE DISTANCE” from people you don’t know.  She said to stay as far away as a “BROOM HANDLE”…how far away is that?  Well, let’s see.  (show broom handle)  Do you know why this is a safe distance?  Because it’s longer than my arm.  And if I wanted to grab you, I couldn’t reach you if you were as far away as a broom handle!

· All right…well, I think we have another puppet show about safety, don’t we Sam?

SAMANTHA: Hey, wait a minute!  I need to do my monkey stretches first…

FACILITATOR: Monkey stretches – what are those?

SAMANTHA: Do you children want to do some monkey exercises with me???  Okay – stand up!! (wait for children to stand up)


HOP LIKE A MONKEY!!! (pause to let children hop)



SWING FROM A TREE!!!




HANG BY YOUR TAILS – 





JUST LIKE ME!!!
FACILITATOR: Sam, these guys don’t have any tails!!!!

SAMANTHA: (looks shocked) What’s WRONG with them???

FACILITATOR: They’re children, silly, not monkeys!!  Everyone sit down!!  There she goes, acting silly again!  But one thing Samantha knows about is how to stand up for herself and be strong inside!!

SAMANTHA: I sure do!  Yesterday, I was strong as SUPERMAN!!! I used my muscles to climb all the way to the top of the slide! (shows off muscles proudly, acts like a monkey, hops about)

FACILITATOR: No, Sam, I don’t mean strong like superman, I mean strong inside…Remember you told me you had to be strong inside when your friend Pete pushed you off your bike?

SAMANTHA: Oh yeah!  I told him I didn’t like it when he pushed me.  then I told him it made me sad when I fell off my bike.  Then, I told him I would go tell the teacher if he didn’t stop pushing me!

FACILITATOR: Very good, Sam You used our say “NO”, GO AND TELL with your friend Pete.  Did he listen?

SAMANTHA: He sure did…(happily)  We decided to ride my bike together!

FACILITATOR: Great job!  Well, I think we have another puppet show about being strong inside…don’t we, Sam?

SAMANTHA: Yes!  I’ll go tell my puppet friends to get ready!

BULLYING

BILLY---------GREY SHAGGY DOG

TONI---------TERRIER

TEACHER-----SHEEP DOG (If teacher won’t participate)

FACILITATOR:  This is a puppet show about a bully………who knows what a bully is? (A mean person, somebody who picks on little kids, etc)

FACILITATOR:  In this puppet show, we have Billy, who is acting like a bully today….

BILLY:  (comes onstage, takes a bow)  How’s it goin’?

FACILITATOR:  And Toni, his classmate…..

TONI:  (comes onstage)  Hi!

FACILITATOR:  Billy and Toni are at their preschool…let’s watch.

PLAY BEGINS

BILLY:  Hey, Toni baloney, move over, I want to play at the playdough table!!! (pushes Toni out of the way)

TONI:  Hey, I was here first!

BILLY:  Well, I want to play!

TONI:  (moves to the other side of the stage)  Well……..I guess I’ll just eat my snack now.  OOOOOH!!! Graham crackers, my favorite!  (starts nibbling, making yummy sounds)
BILLY: Hey, I’m hungry!  Gimme those graham crackers!  (takes the crackers from Toni…starts munching noisily)

TONI: Hey, that’s MY snack!  Give it back!

BILLY: NO!

TONI: I don’t like it when you push me or take my crackers…(STARTS CRYING)  I think I need help…I’m going to tell the teacher.

BILLY: You’re a big TATTLETALE if you tell!

TONI: No I’m not…

· TATTLING is telling on someone to get them in trouble…

· TELLING is to get help for yourself.

I need help!  Teacher                        , Teacher                    , Can I talk to you?

TEACHER: Sure Toni, what is it?

TONI: (still sniffling) Billy is acting like a bully.  First, he pushed me away from the playdough table, and then he took my graham crackers!!!

TEACHER: Did you ask him to stop?

TONI: Yes, I did, but he wouldn’t listen.  Then I decided I needed help!

TEACHER: Well, you made the right choice telling me, Toni.  I will help you.  Billy, I need to speak with you!

BILLY: What did I do?

TEACHER: Billy, it is not okay to push your friends or take things away from them.  

BILLY: But I was hungry……I didn’t have any breakfast this morning.

TEACHER: You can always come to me if you need something to eat…but taking food and pushing people is not the way to make friends.

BILLY: I’m sorry.  Do you think Toni will talk to me if I say I’m sorry?

TEACHER: That would be a good choice, Billy.

BILLY: (talks to audience) Boys and girls, do you think Toni will talk to me if I apologize?

BILLY: Hey Toni.  I’m sorry for pushing you and taking your graham crackers… I was hungry.

TONI: Billy, thanks for apologizing – Hey, want to make some dinosaurs at the playdough table with me?

BILLY: Cool!!! (both run offstage together)
PLAY ENDS

SAMANTHA: (comes back onstage)
FACILITATOR: What did Toni do to get help for herself? (encourage kids to remember “NO”, GO, and TELL)

FACILITATOR: Right!  First she used her words to tell Billy that she didn’t like what Billy was doing…but when that didn’t work, she needed some help.

· Do you think Toni was a tattletale?  NO!

· TATTLING is when you tell on somebody just to get them in trouble


· TELLING is when you need help for yourself

· Did Teacher                     do a good job helping Toni?

· Do you think you could talk to Teacher                 about things like this?

· Should we give Teacher                     a hand to say thank you for helping with our puppet show?

SAMANTHA: Hey Inger, I think it’s time to teach these children our song!

FACILITATOR: Great idea, Sam!  Do you boys and girls know the song “The Farmer in the Dell”?  Well this song goes to that tune, and I know you’ll sing with me as soon as you catch on…are there any puppets back there that want to help me sing?

SAMANTHA: Come on guys!

SING SONG

FACILITATOR: Boys and girls, you have been great safety kids today, and Samantha and I are so glad we got to spend time with you today.  I’m going to give you a chance to come up and say hello to the puppets in just a minute, but first I want to ask you….

· Do you think these puppets talked all by themselves?

· Or do you think someone is behind the stage making the puppets talk?

(Introduce puppeteers…see if children can guess which part each puppeteer played)
